REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 14, 2022

The November 14, 2022 Regular Meeting of the Borough Council of the Borough of Stockton was called to order by Mayor Timothy J. Nemeth, at 7:01 pm.  The meeting was held at Stockton Borough Hall, 2 South Main Street, Stockton, NJ.  Mayor Nemeth read the “Sunshine Statement” indicating the meeting was being held in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act and led the flag salute.
Borough Administrator/Clerk Michele Hovan called the roll.  The following members of Council were present: Ms. Rebecca Hendricks, Mr. Adam Juncosa, Mr. Aaron Lipsen, and Mr. Michael Mann.  Mr. Kenneth Kozuhowski was absent.  There were ten members of the public present.    

Mayor Nemeth opened the meeting to the public.  Mr. Peter McCronin, 87 Worman Road, Delaware Township, stated he was concerned about fallen trees and access to properties while the road is closed and asked if gates with a key could be installed in lieu of barricades.  He said that the residents could be trusted with the key, or even the police if the residents could not.  He said that he is concerned about ambulances and emergency service personnel being delayed because of the closure and that the properties are landlocked.  Ms. Suzanne Peric, 28 Worman Road, Delaware Township, said that residents are cutting trees down because the town isn't.  Ms. Doris Halloham, 39 Worman Road, Delaware Township, said that an ambulance had to be called and it took an additional 5-6 extra minutes to arrive.  Mayor Nemeth reminded the Delaware Township residents that the Delaware Township Committee welcomes its residents' comments and wants to hear their concerns and also that they would be the appropriate body to discuss tree removal in the Township.  Ms. Hovan provided an update on the project, mainly that a change to the scope became necessary due to further erosion of the roadway near the guiderails.  She said that the engineer and FEMA/OEM representatives had inspected the newly revealed area and that the administrative approvals were underway.

Ms. Elaine Johnson, 3 Ferry Street, said that that there is beaver damage in the park by the new tables and that they are eating the trees.  Mr. Tom Hunt, 12 Wilson Drive, said that chicken wire could be used.  Ms. Johnson also said that the U.S. Flag was in disrepair and wanted to buy another but was unsure about the size.  Mr. Lipsen said that the rope was broken and needed to be replaced. Ms. Johnson also said her neighbor leaves their garbage out too long and would like a copy of the ordinance to give to them.  Mr. Bill Brown, 19 Broad Street asked for an update on the revaluation project.   There being no comments or questions the meeting was closed to the public on motion by Mr. Juncosa, seconded by Ms. Hendricks and carried.

Mayor Nemeth congratulated Mayor-elect Aaron Lipsen and Councilmen-elect Thomas Hunt and Peter Folz on their General Election victories.  Mr. Lipsen said that he would be reaching out to members of Council regarding transition ideas.
